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Celebrating our Learning  
Reception 
What a wonderful week of learning the children have had in Reception! We have learnt two new sounds 
'igh' and 'oa', and to support our learning with this we have enjoyed so many fun activities. We used torches 
to create light in a dark den; we learnt about animals that that come out at night and also created stick 
shadow puppets to use with the torches. We always love seeing the children recreating our phonics lessons 
with each other too. There are definitely some children that will make amazing teachers one day! This 
week, the children have also enjoyed Science week and fully engaged themselves in the learning. Our 
question was, how many ways can we make bubbles? The children had so much fun creating their own 
bubble wands. We even managed to create a huge bubble using a hula hoop! We also took it a step further 
by adding paint to the bubble mixture to create some amazing bubble art! 
The children are really looking forward to welcoming parents into the classroom this afternoon to celebrate 
Mother’s Day. We have lots of activities for you to enjoy together and would like to thank you all for making 
time for this.  
At home, we would love for you and your child to share some stories together as we will continue to focus 
of storytelling and comprehension. Once you have read a book together, ask your child some questions to 
check their understanding. Well done, Reception! We are incredibly proud of you all.

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Year 1 
This week in English, we have been practising our lowercase letter formation, working hard to form each letter 
correctly and write neatly on the line. We have also been practising our spelling and using some Year 1 
common exception words in our writing. In Maths, we are continuing our learning on place value to 50. This 
week, we learned how to partition bigger numbers into tens and ones using a part–whole model, and we used 
Numicon and Dienes to help us understand. In RE, we explored the important messages that angels bring for 
people with Christian worldviews. We learned that angels are seen as messengers who share guidance and 
teachings. We focused on an important event called the Annunciation, when Christians believe the Angel 
Gabriel visited Mary to tell her she was going to have a baby who would be the Son of God. We thought 
carefully about how Mary might have been feeling and what she might have been thinking at the time. We 
then discussed why this event is so significant for people with Christian beliefs. It has also been British Science 
Week, and the theme this year is curiosity. In our science lesson, we used our curiosity to ask questions about 
bubbles. We wondered whether different shaped bubble wands could make different shaped bubbles. As 
scientists, we made predictions and then took our lesson outside to test them out! We discovered that 
bubbles are balls of air and always try to make a sphere, no matter what shape the wand is. We had so much 
fun exploring and investigating. On Thursday, we enjoyed another Science Week treat with visitors from 
Warwick University. They are studying chemistry and brought lots of exciting equipment to help us test 
whether different objects float or sink. We learned about solids, liquids, and gases, and then explored how 
different liquids have different densities. We added objects to the liquids to see which ones would float and 
finally used special (vitamin C) tablets that showed us how gas rises through a liquid. It was an amazing 
workshop and we learned so much! We’ve been spoiled with visits this week. On Wednesday, we enjoyed an 
Easter Assembly with Anna and Steve from St John’s Church. They spoke about the Easter Story and made us 
all excited to try hot cross buns! Next week is Design and Technology week and we will be working with clay 
and paint. As always, we make every effort to protect the children’s clothing by providing coverings and 
encouraging them to remove their jumpers or roll up their sleeves before taking part in any messier activities.

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Year 2 
This week in maths, we have been continuing with our theme of length and height. We have been ordering 
different lengths and heights and using the four operations (+, –, × and ÷) to help us solve a range of 
questions. In English, we have written our final set of instructions explaining how to make a Lunar New Year 
sun catcher. These will soon be on display in the hall. The children are very excited for you to see them when 
you come to parents’ evening in a couple of weeks. It has also been British Science Week, which this year is 
based on the theme of ‘Curiosity’. The children explored the learning question: What makes the best bubble? 
We used pipe cleaners to create our own bubble wands. The children designed different shapes with the 
pipe cleaners, predicted what shape the bubble would be, and then recorded their results. The children 
showed great enjoyment during the lesson and were amazed to discover that the shape of the bubble is 
always a sphere. On Thursday, the children were lucky enough to take part in a workshop delivered by 
chemistry students from the University of Warwick. During the workshop, the children learned about solids, 
liquids and gases. They also had fun making lava lamps using a range of equipment and solutions. The 
children took part in an experiment with different materials to see whether they would float or sink in a 
range of liquids. In RE, we looked at the question: Who inspires you to do well? The children shared some 
wonderful ideas, including parents, teachers, friends and inspirational people from different worldviews. We 
explored how Jesus inspires Christians to do well and how Christians may show this in their daily lives. We 
then looked at how Guru Nanak inspires those with a Sikh worldview, particularly through his teaching about 
equality for all. We also learned about seva, which is a selfless act of helping others. The children discovered 
how Sikhs support their community through langar, a free vegetarian meal served to everyone. On 
Wednesday, the children also took part in a workshop with Anna and Steve from St John’s Church. They 
spoke to the class about Easter and the importance of Jesus for Christians. The children enjoyed a carousel of 
activities, including writing letters to a friend, making a paper chain of people who are important to them, 
and thinking of ways we can help others. The children really enjoyed the workshop and showed great respect 
for our visitors. In Computing, we have started our new topic on data and information, focusing on 
pictograms. We discussed the importance of organising data clearly so that it is easier to count and compare. 
The children created their own tally charts to organise data and represent the totals. They then answered 
questions comparing totals using vocabulary such as “more than” and “less than.” Well done for another 
hardworking week, Year 2! We hope you all have a lovely and restful weekend and a Happy Mother’s Day on 
Sunday.

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Year 3 
It has been an amazing week of scientific learning in Year 3. As it has been British Science Week, the whole 
school thoroughly enjoyed getting curious about bubbles! We decided to investigate what bubble shapes we 
could make, and using pipe cleaners and straws we made a range of different shaped bubble wands. We 
predicted the shape our bubble wands would make and then put them to the test. Surprisingly, all our 
bubbles were spheres! On Tuesday, we were treated to a free science workshop delivered by Warwick 
Chemistry Society. Based on the theme of magnets, we played a magnet fishing game to see who could pick 
up the most paperclips and even produced magnet paintings with nuts and bolts! 
On Wednesday, we had a great Easter assembly delivered by Steve and Anna, from St John’s Church. They 
taught us all about the meaning of Easter to Christians, and how it is a time of hope and new life. This week 
has also been assessment week in school. All the children have completed reading, maths, times tables and 
spellings checks. The progress they have made is fantastic and it’s a credit to all their hard work. We have 
also been busy practising our play and are excited to perform to you all next Wednesday. Thank you for all 
the support with practising the lines at home.

Year 4 
It has been British Science Week and Year 4 have enjoyed two extra science lessons this week.  On Monday, 
all the children had great fun investigating what different shape bubbles they could make.  They used pipe-
cleaners to make different shaped bubble wands and then tested out their wands.  They were surprised to 
find out that no matter what shape wand you have, it will always make a spherical bubble.  On Tuesday, we 
welcomed a group of six science students from Warwick University into school. They worked with children to 
investigate how to make a lava lamp.  They used cooking oil, water, vitamin C tablets and food colouring to 
make the lava lamps.  The children tested out different combinations to find out which made the best lava 
lamp.  
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We have also continued to practise our play, dance and song ready for the performance next week.  Please 
note that the date of this has now been switched to Wednesday 18th March – a separate letter was sent out 
about this change earlier in the week.  As historians, the class have learnt about the changes that happened 
when the Anglo-Saxons changed from Paganism to Christianity.  The children have also completed their end 
of term assessments this week.

Year 5  
Year 5 have had a great week of learning. In English, we have been finding out the difference between direct 
and reported speech, ready for writing newspaper articles next week. We have been identifying standard 
and non-standard English, practising noun, which sentences and making sure we use the correct verb 
tense.  In maths, we have been learning about percentages and finding their equivalent decimals and 
fractions. We enjoyed some active learning, finding decimal numbers and writing their equivalent fractions 
and percentages. In PE, the children have been practising their gymnastics skills and enjoying playing 
dodgeball. We have been asked by Cannon Park shops to create a school display about the importance of 
looking after the environment. Year 5 enjoyed an arty afternoon, making pictures that compared the beauty 
of the environment with the damage humans are causing to it.  It has been Science Week this week. The 
children had a very exciting science lesson with Mrs Cleveland, where they asked the questions 'Does the 
shape of the bubble wand affect the shape of the bubbles?' and 'Does the size of the bubble wand make a 
difference to how easy it is to make a bubble?' Each group made bubble wands of different shapes, using 
pipe cleaners. Then they tested them out to see what shape bubbles they made. All of them made spherical 
shaped bubbles. For the second question, we found that we could make bigger bubbles but the larger the 
bubble wand got the more difficult it became to be successful in creating a bubble. The children had lots of 
fun and you may find them doing some more experimenting at home! ! In history, we have been finding out 
how and why the pyramids were built in Ancient Egypt. Having watched video clips and doing their own 
research, the children created a fact file about pyramids. We got crafty again on Friday afternoon to make 
something special to take home! We hope you enjoy the children's creations! Have a lovely weekend.

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Year 6 
As it has been British Science Week, it seems fitting to dedicate the theme of this edition of our newsletter to 
science by sharing all of the wonderful things Year 6 have been getting up to. The children have carried out a 
range of activities this week to help them develop their curiosity and showcase their enjoyment for science 
inside and outside of school. 
The theme this year was ‘curiosity’ and this was explored through bubbles. The children asked questions 
some fantastic questions about how bubbles are formed, why they vary in size and why they appear to pop 
easier on different surfaces. In groups, the class discussed their enquiry question and set to work creating 
their own bubble wands to help them to gather data. Some children chose to investigate which wand shape 
would produce the largest bubble whilst others were wondering which shape would create the smallest. One 
group even discovered that the wind could be used to cause bubbles to appear. It was a fun morning of 
exploration that encouraged scientific thinking whilst carrying out an investigation outside of the classroom. 
Year 6 also enjoyed an afternoon at Warwick University for career’s week. The children explored science 
experiments lead by a university professor which involved liquid nitrogen. They discovered that liquid 
hydrogen expands to 700 times its size when warmed up to room temperature. The children also learnt that 
placing items in a vat of the liquid can cause rapid changes to an item’s properties -transforming soft rubber 
tubing into rigid shapes. The children then took part in a range of activities laid out by various WMG students 
including exploring how solar energy could be used to power vehicles and learning about a racing motorbike 
which was created by engineering students who were developing electric powertrain technology. It was a 
wonderful afternoon for the children who got to experience life on campus and a look into some potential 
career choices for the future.
